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A Work In Progress...
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T he refurbishment of the play park at Fore Street park began on
8th September and the area is expected to be ready for use
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opening at that point. That will be timed to fit in with the
construction of the muliise games area (MUGA), which will
replace the existing basketball court and the timing of this is
dependent on the final pieces of the financial jigsaw falling into
place.

Whilst the project is fully funded, there is a timing
element around availability of some of the money. The full cost,
around £190,000, has been raised from section 106 funding
(money from developers who are required to contribute towards
play and sports facilities when they build developments of more
than 10 dwellings), various grants that the Town Council have
been able to access and donations from local people.
